2nd Floor deck

--if not using floor trusses in garage, that changes the design of the garage ceiling from a floor truss to ….different sizes of trusses for the 28 foot width—probably 18 inches tall, built into the house. Problem comes where floor truss goes into the wall…looks like a 2 x 4 horizontal, underneath another one, and in between 2 x 4 on diagonals. 

--need a 4 inch or 7 inch step down onto the deck, which needs a rubber roof and a deck on top… little angle onto it for run-off

--check washer and dryer

--gas furnace on 2nd floor

--direct vent or out of a chimney on side of houses…needs to hook up AC duct 4 or 8” round pipe and a 12” x 12” cover.
